Geir Erlandsen, Norge (31 år)

Norges beste spiller gjennom mange år. Norsk mester ni ganger. Ligger på 104. plass på verdensrankingen pr. 1. september. Viser med jevne mellomrom sin kapasitet ved å slå bedre rangerte spillere. Kan skilte med kvartfinale i Pro Tour og åttedelsfinale i double (m/Moldovan) i VM i 1999. Rolig spiller med sterk forehand. Venstrehendt. Representere Stord i Norge og Tägenheim i Tyskland. Lang erfaring som utenlandsproff.

Geir Erlandsen, Norway (31 years)

Norway’s best player for many years. Norwegian Champion nine times. Placed 104 on the World Rankings by September. Shows occasionally his capacity by defeating better ranked players. Has reached the Quarter Finals in a Pro Tour Event. Reached the last 16 in doubles in the World Championships (with Moldovan), in 1999. Calm player. Strong left-handed forehand. Represents Stord in Norway and Tägenheim in Germany. Experienced professional.

PLAYER PROFILES

Ma Wenting, Norge (17 år)

Flyttet fra Kina til Norge i 2005, og vant samtlige klasser i årets norgesmesterskap for seniorer og juniorer.  

Ikke spilleberettiget for Norge i mesterskapssammenheng ennå, men har allerede vunnet flere større internasjonale turneringer. Er trolig noen titals plasser bedre enn verdensrankingen (nr. ) tilsier. Må regne med et lite favorittstempel på hjemmebane i Norwegian Open. Representerer Osloklubben Fokus.

Ma Wenting, Norway (17 years)

Moved from China to Norway in 2005, and won all classes in this year’s Norwegian Championships. Not eligible to represent Norway at Championships yet, but has already won several international tournaments. 

Must accept to start as one of the favourites on home ground at the Norwegian Open. Represents Fokus, Oslo.

Amalie Solja, Tyskland (17 years)

Den beste tyske damejunioren som deltar i Oslo, som innehar 23. plassen på verdensrankingen for juniorer (U18). Ligger på 11. plass på europarankingen, men er yngre enn den rumenske duoen. Tapte 0-4 mot Samara i åttedelsfinalen i sommerens junior-EM i Sarajevo. Tysklands 19. beste damespiller, i følge siste ranking. Ranket som nummer 210 på siste verdensranking for seniorer. Vant damer junior double i sommerens EM i Sarajevo, med makker Rosalia Stähr.

Amalie Solja, Tyskland (17 years)

The best German female Junior competing in Oslo and placed 23rd on the World Junior Rankings (U18). Number 11 on the European Rankings, but she is younger than the Romanian duo. Lost 0-4 to Samara in the round of 16 in this summer’s European Junior Championships in Sarajevo. Germany’s 19th best female player, according to the lates rankings and number 210 on the World Senior Rankings. European Junior Doubles Champion with Rosalia Stähr in Sarajevo this summer.

PLAYING SYSTEM

Women’s single event – 28 players

The players are divided into 8 pools, 4 of them with three players and 4 with four players.

The snake system is used to decide which players to play in each pool, but we try to spread players from the same country to different pools.

In the first round (after the pools) the eight winners of the pools and the eight in second place will play for the places 1 – 16.  Winners of this first round then play for the places 1 – 8  in the second round, loosers play for the places 9 – 17.,a.s o.

The eight in third place in the pools will in the same way play for the places 17 – 24, then 17 – 20/ 21 – 24 a.s.o.

The four players in fourth place will play together in a new pool to decide the places 25 – 28.

Men’s single event – 48 players

The players are divided into 16 pools, each with three players. The snake system is used to decide which players to play in each pool, but we try to spread  players from the same country to different pools.

In the first round (after the pools) the sixteen winners of the pools and the sixteen players in second place will play for the places 1 – 32.  Winners of  this first round then play for the places 1 – 16  in the second round, loosers for the places 17 – 32.,a.s o.

The sixteen players getting third in the pools will in the same way play for the places 32 - 48  in the first round, then the places 32 – 40/ 41 – 48  a.s.o.
